Grants will be awarded based on community support, program design, organizational capacity, budget adequacy, sustainability and documented goals. 

AmeriCorps is a domestic version of the Peace Corps that engages 75,000 Americans in intensive, result-driven service each year. AmeriCorps members tutor and mentor school-aged youth, improve the quality of childcare for preschool children, assist individuals with disabilities in gaining employment and provide new U.S. Citizens with interpretation and translation services.  

The N.C. Commission on Volunteerism and Community Service, a federal- and state-funded agency housed in the Governor’s Office, administers funding to 10 N.C.
